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Science 10

Science 10 is a required course for graduation. It

provides the student with a sampling of major areas of

science including biology, chemistry, physics, and
earth science. Topics of study include ecology,
chemical reactions, motion, and heat transfer in
natural systems. Application of scientific
methodology and use of science technology are
stressed throughout the course of study.

A provincial exam worth 20% of the final mark is
required for completion of this course.

Social Studies 10

Social Studies 10 is a required course for graduation.

It deals with several major themes: the growth and
development of the Canadian nation from 1815 to
1914; an overview of CanadaOs economic regions,
with an emphasis on British Columbia and a study of
CanadaOs growing economic ties to Pacific Rim
nations and to both Mexico and the United States
through Free Trade Agreements.

Planning 10

Planning 10 is a required course for graduation
This course is designed to enable students to develop
the skills they need to become self-directed
individuals who set goals, make thoughtful decisions,
and take responsibility for pursuing their goals
throughout life.

Designed to develop fluency and control in speaking,
listening, reading, and writing, students will explore
and study literature in the forms of poetry, short
stories, novels and drama. While essay writing will be
introduced, the emphasis in writing is on the basics of

paragraph construction A provincial exam worth 20% of the final mark is

Applications of Mathematics 10
Required: Math 9 with a C+

Applications is an academic math course with a
practical focus. It is useful for a trades and technical
career and trade school entrance. AMA 10 is much
more challenging than Essentials of Math 10. After
completing AMA 10 you may take Principles of Math
10, Applications of Math 11 or Essentials of Math 11.

In this course students will use a variety of methods to
solve real life, practical, technical and theoretical
problems. Use calculation skills to find length, area
and volume. Analyze and calculate data in tables
using percentage. Use function models and a school
supplied graphing calculator to solve problems.
Calculate enlargements and reductions of real world
objects and models. Solve triangular problems using
trigonometry. Coordinate geometry is used to solve
for slope, distance and midpoint. Use statistics and
probability to solve problems involving groups. Some
projects are used to give a break from exams.

A provincial exam worth 20% of the final mark is
mandatory for completion of this course.

One of the Mathematics 10 courses is required for

graduation.

Principles of Mathematics 10
Required: Math 9 with a C+

Principles of Math 10 is an intensive course in

algebra, some basic trigopnometry and geometry. It has

been the experience of the math teachers and

counsellors that students who obtained marks of C or
lower in Math 9 struggle to understand and complete

the Math 10 course content. Students should be
willing to do math homework every night in order to

have reasonable expectations of being able to handle
the course material successfully. Students should seek

extra help at the first sign of difficulty.

Principles of Math 10 leads to university entrance
level math, as well as the math that is required for

many trades and technical professions. Please check
with your counsellor as to which math course will best

suit your needs and interests.

A provincial exam worth 20% of the final mark is
mandatory for completion of this course.

Essentials of Mathematics 10

Essentials of Math 10 covers basic mathematics that
students will need in everyday life. Students who
struggle with math concepts may experience more
success in this course than in the academic stream. It
is intended that students will learn to value
mathematics and become confident in their
mathematical abilities. While it does not lead to study
in many academic post-secondary programs, it teaches
skills that all informed citizens need.

Essentials of Math 1fhay or may not provide
adequate preparation for trade, technical, or college
programs. It DOES NOT lead to university entrance.
Please check with your counsellor as to which math
course will best suit your needs and interests.

A provincial exam worth 20% of the final mark is
mandatory for completion of this course.



PHYSICAL EDUCATION CHOICES

One of the Physical Education 10 choices is required
for graduation.

Physical Education 10

Physical Education 10 is currently offered with
separate sections for girls and boys.

The PE 10 program has three major outcomes:

" Active living
Movement activities
Personal and social development
Active living is a way of life that values physical
activity and its integration into daily routines and
leisure pursuits. It is expected that students will
develop and demonstrate a commitment to active
living. The elements of movement include the skills
and concepts needed to perform any physical activity.
It is expected that students will develop and
demonstrate effective and efficient movement skills.
It is also expected that students will develop and
demonstrate positive personal and social behaviours
and interpersonal relationships.

Physical Education Basketball 10

Physical Education Basketball is available to students
with a serious interest in basketball. This course is
independent from the extracurricular basketball
programs offered at the school. (This means that
taking the course is no guarantee of a student making
a particular team. On the other hand, a student does
not have to be interested in playing on a school team
to take the course.) The effort required from a student
will be very intense at times; as well there will be a lot
of emphasis and time spent on skill development.

Physical Education Football 10

Physical Education Football
is available to all Grade 10,
11, and 12 students; however;
the target group for the class
is students who are interested
in playing on the South Peace
Football Team. Team
members are encouraged to register in the course.

The course content for the program will follow
curriculum guidelines for Physical Education, but with
football serving as a focal point. Students will earn
regular Physical Education course credits

The outcomes for the course are the same as identified

in the curriculum guide for PE 10 (see course

descriptions in this section for a more in-depth
explanation of these
outcomes.) Students will
earn regular Physical
Education course credits.

They will use a variety of language
learning strategies to enable them to cope more
effectively in any foreign language situation.

The students will be expected to wsdy French as

Technology Education 10: Electronics

This course is an entry-level course for students who
are curious about the technical workings of common

conflict resolution. Participation in class activities and
volunteer time in the school and community is
required.

Woodwork will have you learning: machine
safety on all power tools, plans/bill of materials, order
of operations, gluing, sanding, finishing and self-
evaluation. While building projects, creative metal
will have you learning safety, the lost wax process
where you design and make silver rings, oxy-
acetylene welding and brazing, wire art, aluminum
casting and copper piercing. You will need $10.00 for
any wood, silver or copper you use and a $10.00 tool
tag deposit. No experience is needed.




Technology Education 10: Metal

The purpose of this course is to provide 3 or 4 quick

exposures to the skills and technologies used in the
metal and mechanical trades. Students complete
preliminary projects emphasizing basic metalworkin

skills. The main areas covered are; shop safety, layout variety of media and will develop skills in

and design, drilling and tapping, milling, lathe use,
filing, cutting and forming, sheet metal, Oxy-
Acetylene welding, aluminum casting, PlasmaCam.
Projects include hammer, sheet metal boxes, gas

g

welded projects, machined bat, and PlasmaCam for
those finished early. Safety glasses are required and a

$20 deposit for metal costs is common. No
experience is needed.

Technology Education 10: Woodworking

Woodworking 10 is a practical course designed to

introduce students to a variety of woodworking skills.
